I. Call to order
Bob Rodney, Village President, called to order the meeting of the Village of Kaneville Board Members at 7:00 p.m. on October 21, 2010 in the Village meeting room.  Members joined in the Pledge of Allegiance. 
II. Roll call

III. Sheriff’s Department Report

Pat presented the Sheriff’s report.  
IV. Clerk’s Report
Copies of the minutes of the September meeting were presented.  Pat Hill moved the minutes be approved. Poul Flamand seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved.

V. Treasurer’s Report

The Treasurer’s Bill Listing and receipts and disbursements were distributed.   After review, Paul Ross moved to approve the bills list report and receipts and disbursements report.  Pat Hill seconded the motion.  The bills list and receipts and disbursements reports were approved.

VIII. Building Code Report  
Paul reported that there was some minor work on the door of the building on the corner of Merrill and Harter.
IX.  Zoning Enforcement Officer Report

X. Old Business
Road Pavement maintenance:  LAPP Project – Bob Rodney reported that based on the criteria for qualifying for a LAPP Grant, it would be highly unlikely we would get any money as we do not fit the criteria.  Meyer Paving said they would be happy to give us a price quote on fixing cracks in pavement.  They will also give us a recommendation on what the streets need for maintenance, at no cost.

Storm water Management – The final stump removal was completed.  Dale has been back to work on the ditch, and it is close to being completed.  Reviewed the bids and agreed to not accept bids, as Dale is working on the Phase 1.  Sandi will send letter informing them of the decision for Phase 1.
Village Speed Enforcement-Rick reported the no passing striping has been completed on Harter Rd.  The county installed hash marks before the speed limit sign to get you attention.  The county will post an additional speed zone ahead sign and 2 “your speed is _ “signs.  Paul Ross talked to Rod Feece about Blackberry Township making the speed limit signs for the Ravlin Subdivision.  Ordinance 2010-08 amending the Village Code to limit the speed on village streets to 25 mph was passed.  Paul Ross moved to approve the Ordinance as written, with Rick Peck seconding.  Jon Behm moved to amend the ordinance by deleting section 822, with Myra Ottoson seconding.  
Neighboring Community and Kaneland School cooperative effort on “Keeping our Children Safe”- Nothing new.
Village Refuse collection:  Ordinance No. 2010-06 requiring village residents to use the one waste hauler that the village contracts with was discussed.  Rick will check on whether apartment buildings are considered in our contract by Waste Management.  Alex will send out the contract for us to review.  Will vote on Ord. 2010-06 at November meeting.
Village Roadside Sign – Pat reported that Karen Dunteman wants a more detailed picture of what the sign will look like.  She will also have to get agreement with the rest of the family members before granting us the use of the land for the sign at the east end of the village.  Need a legal lease agreement between us and Souders before we can proceed with the signage on Harter Rd.
Neighborhood Watch-Pat reported that she filled out forms to get a meeting set up with the Sheriff’s department, and is waiting for their reply.
Snow plowing status:  All set.  Waiting for their proof of insurance.
Merrill Rd repair is on hold.

XI. New Business
Bob talked about the Illinois Tollway Board meeting where the Prairie Parkway was discussed.  The majority of the people speaking were against the roadway.
Bob explained the letter from Gov. Quinn on LGTF – extra taxes being paid out.
Sandi will secure reservations for the After Holidays Dinner.  It was decided to go to Niko’s Lodge in Wasco.
Alex will again donate $300 for prizes for the Christmas Decorating Contest.

Resolution 2010-19, to contract to finish the drainage ditch excavation was approved by roll call vote, to pay Dale Pierson $2500 for his work.
   XIII. Questions/comments from the floor.   
Resident Murrell Seppelfrick addressed the board with concerns on residents burning yard waste in the evenings.  This is resulting in an unhealthy environment for those with breathing problems.  Paul Ross gave some suggestions.  Since it is a Health Department issue, it is doubtful if the county will do anything, as they are understaffed.

Poul Flamand moved to adjourn the meeting.  Pat Hill seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
